February 16: 

 

•  an-Naba’ 378 

 
 

Translation: Dedicated source: 35 Nigerien soldiers killed and 26 al-Qaeda militia members 

killed in heavy clashes in Sahel Province. 



A dedicated source to an-Naba’ detailed the last attacks of the soldiers of the caliphate in the 

Sahel against the murtad armies and militias. The source added that 35 Nigerien soldiers 

were killed and another 13 wounded, seven vehicles were burned, three other vehicles were 

seized. They also managed to kill 26 al-Qaeda militants and captured one of their vehicles. 

Some Burkinabe police-officers were killed and wounded, one of their vehicles was captured. 

According to the source these attacks took place in Niger and Burkina Faso. By the grace of 

God almighty, the soldiers of the caliphate also ambushed the murtad Nigerian army near the 

village of (Intagarmi) in the area of (Tillabéri) 

 

 



 
 

 

Translation: Dedicated source: 35 Nigerien soldiers and 26 al-Qaeda members killed in 

heavy clashes in Sahel Province 

A dedicated source of an-Naba’ shared the details of the last attacks carried out by the 

soldiers of the caliphate in Sahel Province against the murtad armies and militias. The source 

added that 35 Nigerien soldiers were killed and another 12 were wounded. Seven of their 

vehicles were burned, eight others were captured. The source also added that 26 members of 

the al-Qaeda militia were killed and one of their vehicles captured. Also, some Burkinabe 

police officers were killed and one of their vehicles burned. The source said these attacks 

were carried out in areas of Niger and Burkina Faso. 

 

35 Nigerien soldiers killed in the area of (Tillabéri) 

By the grace of God Almighty the soldiers of the caliphate ambushed a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerien army near the village of (Intagarmi) in the area of (Tillabéri) in Western Niger. This 

after an attempted attack on Muslim villages in the area. Several clashes with a variety of 

weapons occurred. 27 of them were killed, eight others captured and executed, nearly 13 of 

them were wounded. Seven of their vehicles were destroyed, eight others captured, hit by 

mortar fire and several other weapons. An-Naba’ obtained pictures of some of those soldiers 

killed, praise be God.  

 

The Nigerien army confirms its losses 

The Nigerien army confirmed its losses in an official statement. They published a provisory 

declaration saying they suffered ten losses, 16 soldiers were missing, 13 wounded and three 

destroyed vehicles. The murtad army statement acknowledged the Mujahidin’s ambush and 

said warplanes had to intervene to save the situation. 

Concerning the army’s statement that “the Mujahidin carried out many bodies during their 

withdrawal”, the source confirmed to an-Naba’ that only Mujahid got killed, may God accept 

him. This proofs that the army’s allegations are false, in an attempt to cover up their 

catastrophic failure in this campaign. Praise be God. 

 

Attack on a Burkinabe police checkpoint 

From Niger to Burkina Faso where a security detail of the soldiers of the caliphate attacked a 

police checkpoint in the north-east of the country, near the village of (Torudi) in the area of 

(Dori) on Tuesday 5 Jumada al-Awwal. They attacked with various weapons wounding and 

killing a number of them and destroying one of their vehicles before safely returning to their 

encampment. Praise be God. 



 

More than 24 al-Qaeda militia-members killed 

On Thursday 7 Jumada al-Awwal camps of the murtad al-Qaeda militia were attacked in the 

village of (Tasmakat) in the area of (Gourma) eastern Burkina Faso. Clashes took place with 

various weapons. It led to the death of more than 24 fighters, wounding others. The 

Mujahidin captured a 4x4 truck, eight motorcycles, an ammunition stock, various weapons 

and safely returned to their base.   

 

Two al-Qaeda members killed 

In another attack one of the security details of Mujahidin on Tuesday 10, Jumada al-Akhira, 

killed two al-Qaeda members close to the town of (Torudi). The Mujahidin captured their 

weapons and ammunition and safely returned to their base. Praise be God.   

 

 

 
 
Translation: Nigerian soldiers and militia-members killed and wounded, one vehicle 

destroyed, in different attacks in Northern Nigeria. 

This week the soldiers of the caliphate killed and wounded some Nigerian soldiers, damaged 

one vehicle and attacked their camp with mortar fire. They also killed one of their militia 

members, burned their houses and property in sporadic attacks in the area of (Borno), North-

Eastern Nigeria. 

 

Mortar-shelling an army camp 

By the grace of God Almighty, on Wednesday 17 Rajab, soldiers of the caliphate attacked a 

murtad Nigerian army camp in the village of (Sabon Gari) in the area of (Borno) with three 

mortar grenades. The damage was significant. Praise be God. 



 

Destruction of a Nigerian army vehicle 

The next day, Thursday, the Mujahidin ignited an explosive device on a patrol of the murtad 

Nigerian army, patrolling the road linking (Damboa) and (Maiduguri) in the area of (Borno), 

which led to the destruction of a vehicle, killing and wounding the passengers. Praise be God.

The video opens most prominently with a line-up of Islam’s Prophets 

and then subtly switches to the most known leaders of The Islamic State since it’s 

inception under Abu Mus’ab az-Zarqawi.

includes snippets of speeches by Abu Muhammad al-‘Adnani, first spokesman of The 



Islamic State, and by Abu Mus’ab az-Zarqawi, the founding father of al-Qaeda in Iraq

On Friday 19 Rajab 1444 AH, February 20 2023 AD, the Mujahidin attacked a Malian 

gendarmerie checkpoint on the road between the villages of (Buzguiri) and (Guiri). At least 

one was killed, a vehicle was burned. The Mujahidin captured a DSHK, 3 Kalashnikovs, 

ammunition and more army gear. Praise be God. 

 

On Sunday 21 Rajab 1444 AH, February 12 [sic] 2023 AD, the Mujahidin attacked a Malian 

gendarmerie checkpoint in the village of (Yemana) in the province of (Koligoro). The enemy 

fled, the Mujahidin captured three motorcycles and other material. Praise be God. 

 

On the same day an armoured vehicle of the Wagner Group was ambushed on the road 

between (Jafrabi) and (Tiniko) in (Mopti) province. It was completely destroyed. Praise be 

God.  

 

On Tuesday 23 Rajab 1444 AH, February 14, 2023 AD, the Mujahidin blew up a Malian 

army vehicle on the road between (Jabili) and (Dogofori). Praise be God.

On Monday Rajab 29 1444 AH, February 20, 2023, the Mujahidin attacked a Malian army 

checkpoint in the village of (Nara) with an explosive device. At least 2 soldiers were killed, 7 

were wounded. Praise and glory be God. 

 

On the same day JNIM advanced on the Wagner Group who aimed to cross the river in the 

village of (Kowa) in (Mopti) province. Some were wounded and killed before the rest were 

evacuated by helicopters. Praise and glory be God.
