Report XXXV — (July 27, 2023 — August 3, 2023)

July 28:

e an-Naba’ 401 — Statements by ISGS
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e Statements by ISWAP: 10 soldiers, spies and militia members killed — major
campaign against theft and crime started in the Sahel.

e Five Nigerien and Burkinabe soldiers killed. Three spies killed. Seven JNIM-fighters
killed. One sorcerer killed. Two Christians captured. Attacks in Mali, Niger and

Burkina Faso.

e Hisba (moral police) and security forces started an operation against criminal
networks throughout the area and started implementing the Hudud (Islamic Penal

Law)

e Spy captured and killed
Shawwal 16 (Adambukar) — (Menaka) — Northern Mali. An active spy involved in
betraying locations of the Mujahidin was captured and killed.

e Muslims were happy to get rid of him
Sources added Muslims were happy he got killed as he betrayed several people for
their alleged bonds with the Mujahidin. Due to his treachery many people were
incarcerated and had their money and property stolen.

e Two more spies working for the Nigerien army captured
On 6 Dhu’l-Hijjah two spies working for the Nigerien army have been captured in
(Tilwa) — (Tellibari). They were executed after interrogation.

e Four Nigerien and one Burkinabe soldiers killed
On 7 Dhu’l-Hijjah four Nigerien soldiers guarding a goldmine in (Stenga) — Burkina
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Faso on the boarder with Niger. On 17 Dhu’l-Hijjah a Burkinabe soldier was
captured and killed in (Duri) in North-Eastern Burkina Faso.

Three al-Qaeda members killed

On 3 Dhu’l-Qidda three al-Qaeda fighters were killed in (Gao) — Eastern Mali
Magician killed in Eastern Mali and two Burkinabe Christians captured

20 Dhu’l-Qidda (Ansongo) — (Mali) — Magician captured and publicly beheaded.

6 Dhu’l-Hijjah — two Christians taken prisoner in (Duri) — North-Eastern Burkina
Faso

New attacks by al-Qaeda in cooperation with the Malian army

Again and again the al-Qaeda militia keeps attacking the Mujahidin in cooperation
with the Malian army.

22 Dhu’l-Hijja aerial attack by the Malian army and the Wagner group killed
villagers and livestock in (Fafa) — (Ansongo). Al-Qaeda profited from the attack and
attacked the local population, destroyed a market, and burned some tents. 3
Mujahidin and 2 locals killed.

Operation against theft and crime by the Hisba (moral police) and security
apparatus

The Islamic State started a broad initiative to combat theft and other crime on the
boarder between Niger and Burkina Faso. The operation started in the beginning of
Dhu’l-Qidda and lasted till the end of Dhu ’I-Hijjah and targeted thieves and criminal
networks involved in murder, banditry, theft, drug-trafficking and other crimes. The
campaign resulted in the arrest of multiple thieves and bandits operating in the
outskirts of the ares under control of the Mujahidin.

Practical application of Islamic Law

Those captured were punished by Islamic Penal Law by implementing the Hudud or
Ta zir punishments. Almost 20 punishments were applied among which gisas, hadd
al-Hiraba, hadd as-Sariga. These punishments were carried out in public in Mali,
Niger and Burkina Faso.

Tawaghit killed.

1 Muharram, agent working for the government killed in public.
e Last week
Two Nigerian soldiers killed, some wounded. Vehicles destroyed or damaged. Five
separate attacks in Nigeria.

— (Borno). They fled, the Mujahidin captured 3 rifles and burned the base and safely returned
to their camp. Praise be God.

e Statement by ISWAP - Yobe — Nigeria
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Translation: By the grace of God Almighty, two days soldiers of the caliphate captured a spy
working for the murtad Nigerian government in (Gojiba) — (Yobe). They shot him. Praise be
God.

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Various Operations Against the Malian Army
and the United Nations Expedition

With the support of Allah the Exalted, a squad of mujahidin from Jama’at Nusrat al-Islam wal

Muslimeen in Timbuktu province was able to target Malian (FAMA) forces and a United Nations
(MINUSMA) “peacekeeping” expedition, among the details:

- On the morning of Wednesday 8 Muharram 1445 H, corresponding to 26 July 2023 M, the lions
of mines targeted a military car belonging to the Malian army in downtown Timbuktu, which
resulted in the killing of at least 4 members of the army and the complete destruction of the
equipment.

- On Thursday 9 Muharram 1445 H, corresponding to 27 July 2023 M, on the road between the
cities of Timbuktu and Kondam, the lions of Islam were able to detonate a mine on military
equipment belonging to the UN ‘peacekeeping’ forces, which resulted in material losses, as
exemplified in the disabling of at least two cars, and the human casualties among the ranks of
“the blue hats” are still unknown as of the time of the writing of this statement.

- On Friday 10 Muharram 1445 H, corresponding to 28 July 2023 M, Malian gendermarie soldiers
were shot in Kondum, which resulted in the killing of at least 2 as well as injuries, and praise be
to Allah.
