August 3:

e Statement by az-Zallaqa Media

Summary: Attack on a gendarmerie checkpoint (Konobougou) — (Siko)
o July 30: attack on a checkpoint of the Malian gendarmerie in (Konobougou). No
casualties reported. Some vehicles and weapons captured.
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e Saturday, detonation of IED on Malian army vehicle on the road between (Nin Kolon)
and (Niono). Vehicle destroyed.
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e Picture set by az-Zallaqa Media: July 26 - two SVBIED bombers and the
Inghimasi’s (stormtroopers) involved in the attack on (Mouloudou).
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August 4:
e an-Naba’ 402 — Statements by ISGS

Summary: 45 killed in the ranks of al-Qaeda militias and great material losses caused by

attacks of the Mujahidin in the Shael.
o Significant human and material losses in JNIM's ranks by the hands of the Mujahidin,

40 killed, dozens wounded. Dozens of cars, motorcycles and fuel storages burned. 3
Wagner spies executed, and 2 (Khalis Azawad) members killed after they killed a

child an robbed its family.
o Loot returned to the owners
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After attacks of JNIM on the town of (Hurara) near Niger in which markets and
property was looted, the loot was reconquered by the Mujahidin and returned to their
lawful owners. This after a counterattack near the village of (Intelit) near (Gao) on
Muharram 8, they fled an left the Muslims belongings behind.

40 al-Qaeda members killed, huge material losses

Same day, al-Qaeda was chased down until confronted in (Belikesi) near (Timbuktu)
after which five consecutive battles broke out. Al-Qaeda suffered significant human
and material losses. 45 of them were killed, dozens wounded. Several cars and
motorcycles and up to 600 barrels of fuel were burned.

Wagner Group spies caught and executed

On Saturday 11 Muharram three suspected spies operating for the Wagner Group
were captured in (Aderamboukar) near (Menaka). After interrogation they were
executed.

Robbers of a Muslim family chased and killed

Last Saturday the Mujahidin apprehended a band of (Khalis Azawad) militia who had
robbed a Muslim family and killed a child during that robbery. They were chased
down to (Ten Takori) near (Telatit); two of them were killed. The property was
returned to the owners.

Most recent attacks
five Nigerien and Burkinabe soldiers killed. Three spies captured and killed. 7 al-
Qaeda members killed. Two Christians captured. Hisba campaign organised to battle
theft and crime in the areas under ISGS control.

an-Naba’ 402 — Statements by ISWAP
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Summary: Killed and wounded in the ranks of the Nigerian army, one vehicle destroyed,
two churches burned down in different operations in Western-Africa Province
Number of killed and wounded in the ranks of the Nigerian army and police forces, one spy
killed. Two vehicles disabled; one militia outpost destroyed. One church torched; several
Christian houses burned. All in seven separate attacks in the areas of (Borno), (Yobe) and
(Adamawa).
e Attack on a patrol of the Nigerian army
Saturday 4 Muharram, IED detonated on a foot patrol of the Nigerian army near
(Malam Fotori) — (Borno). Some killed and wounded, including an officer.
o Armed vehicle of the Nigerian army destroyed
Thursday 9 Muharram, 3 operations in (Yobe) and (Borno). IED attack on a patrol
between (Ajiri) and (Mafa) — (Borno). Armoured vehicle destroyed, those aboard
were killed or wounded.
o Attack on a number of militia-members
(Ajiri) — (Borno) attack on militia, no casualties. Weapons captured.
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e One spy, two soldiers killed. One truck burned. (Borno)
Thursday, (Gojiba) — (Yobe): a Nigerian spy and two Nigerian soldiers were captured
and killed. An army truck was burned near (Boni Yadi).
Monday, 13 Muharram (Yobe): roadblock of the Nigerian army attacked in (Gidam):
two wounded.

e A church and Christian houses burned
Monday, attack on a Christian village. Some houses and a church burned nearby

(Adamawa)

e Last week
some casualties during three raids on camps near (Borno). One agent killed.

August 6:

e Statement by az-Zallaga Media

Summary: Blockade of the village (Boni)
o For the second week on row, for putting pressure on the Malian army and the Wagner
Group, the Mujahidin have blocked the village (Boni). Numerous people fled the area.

August 7:

e Statement by ISWAP — Bambi — Borno - Nigeria
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Translation A¢ least 10 Christians and local militia-members killed and wounded in an
attack in Northern Nigeria.

By the grace of God Almighty, last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate attacked the Christian
village (Bambi) —(Borno). They attacked the militia in the village with machine guns. At least
10 of them were killed and wounded. The Mujahidin safely returned to camp. Praise be God.

e Statement by ISWAP — Mangunu — Borno — Nigeria
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Translation: By the grace of God Almighty, last Friday, soldiers of the caliphate, armed with
various weapons, attacked a base of the murtad Nigerian army close to (Monguno) —
(Borno). Some were killed and wounded, one vehicle and some other equipment was

captured. Praise be God.

e Statement by az-Zallaqa Media
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Summary: 8 Burkinabe militia-members killed
August 1: (Yamana) — 8 Burkinabe militia-members killed. The rest fled. Weapons,
ammunition, and other equipment looted.
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August 8:

e Statement by ISGS — Isilal — Macina — Mali
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Translation:

The Malian army loses 16 soldiers and 7 vehicles in an ambush of Islamic State fighters in
Mali

The Malian army lost about 16 soldiers and 7 vehicles in an ambush of Islamic State fighters
in Mali.

Security sources told "Amaq" agency that, last Thursday, Islamic State fighters ambushed a
military convoy of the Malian army near the town of "Esilal” near "Menaka" in eastern Mali,
on its way to neighbouring Niger.

The sources added that the fighters targeted the convoy with various types of weapons, as
violent clashes broke out that lasted about an hour.

The sources revealed that the clashes resulted in the death of 13 soldiers and the capture of 3
others, in addition to dozens of wounded. It also resulted in the burning of 3 vehicles and the
seizure of 4 other vehicles, in addition to a quantity of ammunition, weapons and rocket
launchers.

In the wake of its great loss, the sources said that the Malian army launched air strikes the
next day on sites of Islamic State fighters, who confronted its planes with anti-aircraft guns
and forced them to leave the region's airspace without achieving their goals.

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Translation: 13 murtad Malian soldiers killed, 3 captured in an ambush in Eastern Mali.
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By the grace of God Almighty, last Thursday soldiers of the caliphate set an ambush for the
murtad Malian army in the village of (Isilal), south of (Macina). The attack was conducted
using several different weapons. 13 were killed and 3 captured, dozens of them wounded. The
Mujahidin burned 3 vehicles and captured 4 others and loads of weapons and ammunition.
They safely returned to their base. Praise and glory be God.
