Summary: 16 soldiers killed, some captured – Soldiers of ISGS set up an ambush for a 

Malian convoy 

Last week a Malian convoy was ambushed causing 16 fatalities, 3 captured soldiers, dozens 

of wounded. At least 7 vehicles destroyed. Large quantities of ammunition and equipment 

seized. 

Material and Human Losses 

Thursday Muharram 16: ambush set up on the road between (Menaka) and (Adaramboukar) 

near the village of (Isilal) south of (Menaka). The convoy was heading for Niger. Gunfight 

broke out for about an hour in which 13 soldiers were killed, 3 were captured and dozens 

wounded.  

3 vehicles damaged were burned during the attack. 4 other vehicles and a stash of weapons 

and ammunition was looted. 

Foiled enemy attacks and continuous revenge for the Muslims 

After the foiled attacks the Malian army launched several air-raids on the Mujahidin. They 

repelled the planes with anti-aircraft guns. The attacks were carried out in revenge for the 

injustice of the Malian army towards Muslims living in the Lake Chad area and (Indelimane).  

Most recent attacks 

Great material and human losses inflicted on JNIM. Nearly 40 killed, dozens wounded. Fuel 

dumps and motorcycles destroyed. 3 Wagner spies captured and executed. 2 members of the 

(Khalas Azawad) militia killed after killing a Muslim child and robbing its family.

15 wounded and killed Christians and militia members and 3 killed Nigerien soldiers, some

Foot patrol of the Nigerian army attacked 

Tuesday Muharram, 14, foot patrol of the Nigerian army attacked with an explosive device 

near (Malam Fotori) near (Borno). Some injured. 

Nigerian army vehicle damaged 

Friday Muharram, 17, attack on a Nigerian army base in (Monguno) – (Borno). Some killed 

and wounded. 

15 Christians and militia members killed 

Friday Muharram, 17, attack on the Christian village (Bambi) – (Borno) – 5 Christians 

killed. Militia members who tried to stop the Mujahidin were also attacked. Around 10 were 

killed or wounded. 

3 Nigerien soldiers killed 

Monday Muharram, 13, attack on a Nigerien patrol in (Gadiragana) near the Niger-Nigeria 

border. 3 killed, one wounded. 

Last week 
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A number of killed and wounded of the Nigerian army and police and one spy apprehended 

and killed. Two vehicles burned. A base of local militia destroyed. A church and several 

Christian houses destroyed. All in several attacks in the (Borno) and (Yobe) area.
