ISGS — operations in Mali
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Summary: 7 Nigerien soldiers killed. A source reveals the expansion of Diwan al-Hisba activities in
Mali.

7 Nigerien soldiers killed in an ambush near (Tillaberi)

August 13, 7 soldiers killed in an ambush in the village of (Sanam) near (Tillaberi) in Western-Niger.
Around 10 others were wounded. Two vehicles were destroyed. A third one was taken as loot. The
source denied the claims of the Nigerien army that they had killed 10 Mujahidin, only one was killed.
One Nigerien soldier killed

August 10, a Nigerien soldier visiting (Tira) in Western Niger was captured and killed.

One German staff-member and one militia member killed

Mali, August 18, one staff member working for the German “Crusaders” has been killed after he was
captured between (Gao) and (Niamey). Also, one member of the Ghatia militia, a coalition of
Tuaregs, was captured near (Menaka) and executed.

The application of the Hudud

August 10, 3 criminals arrested and punished by application of the Hudud. They were captured in
(Tisit) — (Gao), Mali. For two of them the Hadd for Sariqa (theft) was applied, the third one was
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stoned to death.

August 14, a thief arrested in (Ansongo). The Hadd for Sariga was executed in public.

August 19, two thieves apprehended in (Menaka). The Hadd for Sariqa was executed in public.
Expanding activities of Diwan al-Hisba throughout Mali

The Mujahidin have expanded their Hisba activities north to areas where al-Qaeda militia have left
the region north of (Menaka). When they arrived a lot of people had deserted the area under the
false pretext that the Mujahidin would attack them, these rumours were spread by al-Qaeda before
they left. According to this statement al-Qaeda convinced the population that ISGS would recruit
their children.

al-Qaeda displaces and scares off the local people

After the actions of the Mujahidin people started returning to the communities they fled before out
of the fear mongered by al-Qaeda. Markets have reopened. al-Qaeda’s lies to the local population
have been proven. Al-Qaeda militia threatened the locals after the news of ISGS take-over.

16 Malian soldiers killed in an attack on a military convoy. Several vehicles destroyed.
